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Abstract of the symposium
You are invited to submit an abstract describing the entire symposium for ATEE Spring 2020. 
Please, follow the guidelines to write your abstract for the symposium.
A symposium session (60 minutes) builds on a theme and is proposed and planned by a symposium organiser. The papers (max. 4) included in the symposium focus on a common theme. A symposium has a chair (often the organiser) and one or more discussants, who have read the papers in advance. Some symposia will overlap more than one session. The symposium organiser will decide how the symposium is to be organised and the time allotment for each presentation. It is recommended that at least two different countries/national perspectives must be represented in the symposium.

The organiser of the symposium should submit a symposium proposal (as organiser’s text) including all of the following elements:

· The title of the symposium

· An abstract describing the entire symposium (min. 400 - max. 500 words, excluding references)

· The names of the contributors, titles of their presentations and each of their abstracts (min. 400 - max. 500 words, excluding references)
REFERENCES (max. 400 words)
References [Calibri, 10-point, left alignment, upper and lower case] should be cited according to the APA Referencing Style Guide.
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This is the template for each of the paper included in the symposium. Please write as many abstracts as the number of the papers presented (max. 4).

Each abstract should be no less than 400 words, no more than 500 words. [Calibri 12-point, justified alignment] and must include references.
REFERENCES (max. 400 words)
References [Calibri, 10-point, left alignment, upper and lower case] should be cited according to the APA Referencing Style Guide.
