Please, follow this template to write your extended abstract [Times New Roman 10, justified alignment]. A symposium session (60 minutes) builds on a theme and is proposed and planned by a symposium organiser. The papers (max. 4) included in the symposium focus on a common theme. A symposium has a chair (often the organiser) and one or more discussants, who have read the papers in advance. The symposium organiser will decide how the symposium is to be organised and the time allotment for each presentation. It is recommended that at least two different countries/national perspectives must be represented in the symposium.

The organiser of the symposium should submit a symposium proposal (as organiser’s text) including all of the following elements:

· The title of the symposium

· An abstract describing the entire symposium (max. 2 pages, including references)

· The names of the contributors, titles of their presentations and each of their abstracts (max. 1 page, including references)

Third level heading. The contribution should contain no more than three levels of headings. Only level one and two are numbered. 

Figures/Tables should be numbered sequentially and centred within the page (e.g. Fig 1; Fig 2; Tab. 1, Tab. 2). In the text a figure/table is referred as “Tab. 1 shows the resuts...” or “The results show that the intervention was effective (Fig. 1)”.
